Board of Education

Minutes of April 20, 2020

The regular meeting of the Central Montcalm Public School Board of Education was called to order by President Simpson on Monday, April 20, 2020 at approximately 7:00 p.m.  This meeting was held electronically in accordance with Executive Orders 48 & 59. The Pledge of Allegiance was acknowledged.  
Present:  Lisa Lund, Bill Simpson, Brandy Ryan, Brennan Bowen, Jamie Hopkins, Bill Collins and Jim Lingeman.  

The regular meeting minutes of February 13 and 17 and special meeting minutes of April 13, 2020, were approved as submitted.  The Finance Report for the month ended February 29 and March 31, 2020, be approved.  Motion by Bowen, supported by Lingeman, to ratify the payment of bills for February in the amount of $961,619.49 and March, 2020 in the amount of $856,203.94.  Those in favor 7, opposed 0.  Motion carried.  

Superintendent Meinhardt shared some highlights from the Continuity of Learning and COVID-19 Response Plan for the District, elaborating on our delivery of instruction.  No communications were received from the public.  
President Simpson addressed the consent agenda, and no requests were received for separate action.

Motion by Hopkins, supported by Lund, that the Board of Education approve a resolution ratifying the purchase of bonds in connection with the 2020 Building and Site Bonds, Series II, (said resolution is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference), and that officials be authorized to sign all necessary documentation on behalf of the District.  Roll call vote.  Yeas:  Ryan, Hopkins, Bowen, Collins, Simpson, Lingeman and Lund.  Nays:  None.  Motion carried.  

The Board received the proposed budget for the Montcalm Area ISD for their review.  Simpson indicated a resolution will be presented at May’s meeting for their disapproval or support of the budget.  
Motion by Hopkins, supported by Bowen, that the Board of Education approve Emergency Authority of Superintendent in accordance with Executive Order 2020-35, (said resolution is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference).  Those in favor 7, opposed 0.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Lingeman, supported by Ryan, that the Board of Education approve a resolution concerning NCAA eligibility under the current circumstances and Executive Order 2020-35; in the event letter grade equivalents are required for NCAA eligibility while whole scale pass/fail grading is in effect at Central Montcalm High School due to the COVID-19 school closure, a grade mark of Pass/Credit (CR)=”A”, and a grade mark of Fail/No credit (NC)= “E”.  Those in favor 7, opposed 0.  Motion carried.    
Motion by Collins, supported by Bowen, that the Board of Education extend the school administrator employment contgract wit hhte following indiv iduals by one year:  1) Wilberta Wittkopp, 2) Marty James, 3) Jane Trimper, 

4) Charity Groom; 5) Julie Milewski and 6) Amy Meinhardt; and

Be it resolved further that the Board of Education extend the employment contract with the following individuals by one year:  a) Harvey Shick, b) Amy Main, c) Mark Kimball, and d) Kris Kolbe.    Those in favor 7, opposed 0.  Motion carried.
